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Mandatory Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)

With effect from 1 January 2008, Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) will be
compulsory for all SMSA-sanctioned automobile & karting events, including but
not limited to practice, qualifying and race.

The introduction of this new rule is a continuous effort by SMSA to maintain a
high standard of motor sports safety. All participants will be required to ensure
that their respective PPE'’s are in good condition and conform to the relevant
standards. These equipment will be subject to regular checks by SMSA
technical delegates prior to every event. Non-compliance may result in
exclusion from an event.

The list of PPE’s and conformity standards are as follows. The onus of
ensuring that the PPE’s conform to the following standards lies with the driver.
Please check with SMSA if in doubt.

1. Helmets
Helmets must be homologated to any of the following standards:
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2. Flame-Resistant Clothing
All participants MUST wear racing overalls homologated to any of the
following standards:
-FIA
-FIA/CIK
-SFI

3. Gloves
Gloves must be homologated to FIA 8856-2000 standards.

4. Shoes
Shoes must be homologated to FIA 8856-2000 standards.
